Global PCB Market Overview

ü China becomes the biggest PCB centre since 2006 due to growing 
demands on electronics products and shift of production from US, Europe, 
Japan and other countries to China.

ü There is nearly no growth in the US. Its PCB production mainly focus on 
military, medical and high-end low volume products.

ü In Japan, SS and DS boards continue to decline, while packaging 
substrates, HDIs, and FPCs continue to expand steadily.

ü Taiwan achieved extraordinary growth in recent years. Its PCB industry 
focus on higher value products such as IC substrates, microvia, and high 
layer count MLBs.

Market Situation

ü PCB industry experienced a steady increase in the1st half of 2008, but was 
faced with a significant drop in Q4 due to financial tsunami. Automotive 
segment was hurt seriously.

ü In 2009, the market is recovering, but overall result would be less than that 
of 2008. Negative growth is expected on mobile, automotive and consumer 
electronics, while medical, industrial, military and aerospace would be 
relatively stable.

ü Economic downturn brings about industry shuffling. Ailing manufacturers 
are difficult to survive. Many small to medium sized manufacturers faced 
with difficulties and even winded up. Most players stopped capital 
expenditure and made cost savings.

ü PCB prices continue going down due to keen competition. Market will 
experience a period of adjustment and consolidation.

ü Decline of  material cost helps to relieve the price pressure, but material 
suppliers reduced their production due to sluggish economy. Those PCB 
manufacturers without in-house materials supply are difficult to take in rush 
orders.
